Delegation of Authority for Administration of Land Use Permit Regulations
Pursuant to the general authority granted by § 2.2-604 and § 33.2 of the Code of Virginia, by memorandum dated October 21, 2010 the Commonwealth Transportation Commissioner delegated authority to perform the following duties as it relates to the administration of the Virginia Department of Transportation (VDOT) Land Use Permit Regulations:
24VAC30-151-40
Authority delegated to the Chief Engineer to grant approval for all activities within limited access right-of-way.

24VAC30-151-220

Authority delegated to the District Administrator to grant approval for the temporary commercial use of right-of-way.

24VAC30-151-230

Authority delegated to the District Administrator to grant approval for the temporary agricultural use of right-of-way.

24VAC30-151-280
Authority delegated to the District Administrator to grant approval for the continued use of existing springs and wells located on right-of-way.

24VAC30-151-310
Authority delegated to the Chief Engineer to grant approval for all utility installations within limited access right-of-way.
24VAC30-151-340

Authority delegated to the District Administrator to grant approval for the installation of underground utilities in the median area of a VDOT maintained highway.

24VAC30-151-550

Authority delegated to the District Administrator to grant approval for the extension of an existing land use permit authorizing the placement of a roadside memorial on state maintained highway right-of-way.

24VAC30-151-600
Authority delegated to the Chief Engineer and the State Location & Design Engineer to grant approval for the installation of pedestrian or bicycle facilities crossing limited access highways by way of an existing bridge or underpass.

24VAC30-151-660
Authority delegated to the Transportation & Mobility Planning Division (TMPD) Administrator and the TMPD Assistant Division Administrator to grant approval for special requests and other installations on state maintained highway right-of-way.

24VAC30-151-700
Authority delegated to the District Administrator, Transportation & Mobility Planning Division (TMPD) Administrator, TMPD Assistant Division Administrator and the Right-of-Way & Utilities Division Administrator to waive all or a portion of any land use permit fee or surety.
24VAC30-151-730
Authority delegated to the Right-of-Way & Utilities Division Administrator to determine the annual compensation fee for the use of right-of-way by a utility.
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
